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My dear friends,  
 
Recently I was privileged to visit ñThe 
Wellò which is an Asian information 
and advice centre in Glasgow, located 
near to Queens Park. It takes its name 
from the story in John 4 of the 
Samaritan woman at the well, whose 
life was turned around by her 
encounter with Jesus Christ. 
The Well was set up in 1992, as a 
project of the Church of Scotland 
(following a needs survey in the local 
area). Today it is staffed by committed Christians, people who witness to the love of 
God in Jesus Christ by offering information and advice to their Asian and African 
neighbours ï from whatever faith background they come. It is a place where barriers 
can be broken down and cross-cultural friendships formed through English classes, a 
toddler group, computer classes and a craft group. Outings and Christmas parties are 
also held. Over 6000 people pass through the well each year. 
Through the loving care shown by the staff and volunteers at the Well, people of other 
faiths (predominately Islam) discover ï sometimes for the first time ï that there is a 
God who loves them, and that no amount of effort on their part can ever win Godôs 
favour in their lives ï God has already done all that is needed through the death and 
resurrection of his son Jesus Christ. 
Our congregation is just like The Well ï not, of course, in terms of interfaith relations ï 
but in terms of communicating the love of God to the community around us. This year, 
2008, marks the centenary of our congregation being granted Parish Church status; 
over the past century members and ministers alike have shared the responsibility of 
sharing the gospel message with those who live in our parish. The opportunities and 
the methods may well have changed over the past century, but the need is no less 
vital to those who need to hear the good news of Godôs love shown through Jesus 
Christ. 
The Alpha Course, Christianity Explored and our annual Holiday Club are perhaps the 
more visible opportunities we have to invite people to come along and encounter 
Christ, but every week there is an opportunity to invite someone to come with you to 
worship at St. Leonardôs or at Pitcorthie. Looking out for and speaking with people 
you donôt know in church on a Sunday may be the point of contact which encourages 
a return visit to worship with us. Sharing fellowship after services and at other times 
during the week certainly can help sustain us all in our relationships with one another. 
Joining others regularly in worship, prayer and discipleship opportunities strengthens 
the faith of all of us ï and of course, playing your part in the life of our church through 
our organisations and its ministry teams (outreach, fellowship, discipleship, service 
and worship) is important for the balanced growth which our ï and every ï church 
needs.
