The basic ministry for every Christian is to share the good news of the gospel. 
In that sense every believer is a full-time minister in our everyday living as we 
seek to live out the word of God, pointing to the person of Jesus Christ. Over 
and above our normal Spirit filled living there are of course times of special 
outreach activity.  
 
This summer was just such a time, beginning with the annual SU Holiday 
Club at Pitcorthie and ending with a special week of outreach to teenagers. 
The ñChampionôs Challengeò club in July attracted 100 children, and the team 
worked very well together sharing the good news of the gospel with the  
children, for many of whom their only contact with church is the holiday club 
and school SU groups. In August we welcomed ñTeam Illuminateò from  
Pennsylvania who worked alongside our Youth Fellowship members and 
adults from our congregation, sharing the good news of Jesus on the streets 
of Dunfermline and at a youth café held in the church halls. This was a new 
venture for us and for the team from Scottish Christian Outreach Teams ï we 
hope to develop this new ministry next summer. Both weeks were greatly 
helped by the willingness of St. Leonardôs members to contribute food and to 
muck in with some of the more practical needs of the two teams. A huge 
thank-you to everyone who prayed, came along to help and who donated  
towards the two outreach weeks. 
 
In between these two special weeks Elizabeth and I were delighted to  
celebrate with our church youth worker Chris as he and his fiancée Laura 
were married in Larkhall. Itôs great to welcome Laura as she joins in the life of 
our church family. 
 
We had our own celebrations too, with the birth of our son Caleb John on the 
9th August. It was great fun dancing with him and our daughter Ruth just 6 
days later at a céilidh with our American friends on the last night of the Youth 
outreach week. 
 
Now many of the activities at St. Leonardôs are restarting. Iôm looking forward 
to many of us coming together to celebrate Godôs goodness to us as a  
congregation of his people over the past year, at our Church Birthday  
celebratory meal on 21st September. So many times in scripture we read of 
God meeting people as food is shared ï I hope this will become a popular  
annual celebration for our congregation, as we reflect on the love of God and 
his faithfulness to us. 
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Hereôs a purpose statement to ponder as we go into a new session of activity in 
the life of our church ï it reflects the areas of ministry represented by our ministry 
teams:
