The practice of the Christian faith is not a hobby 
or a weekend activity. If it means anything, it is 
the groundwork of our lives, called to mind 
throughout the day to remind us that in our own 
strength we fall short and cannot stand firm.  

ñEveryone who hears these word of mine and acts on them is 
like a wise man who built his house on rockò (Matthew 7:24) 

The land where Jesus spoke these words is bordered by desert 
on one side and sea on the other. Water is soothing, sand is soft 
and yielding, rock is hard under the feet. Water supports us, sand 
makes us stumble, but on the hard rock we can stand upright.  
Here we can build and make for ourselves a little space of the 
earth, creating a refuge that will not fall. Christ is the foundation, 
the refuge, the cornerstone. 

Like all of Godôs Word some of Jesusô words are easy to hear and 
easy to follow, others are hard to heard and hard to follow. There 
are so many reasons for not acting on the hard words. It is a busy 
time and some things, however right in themselves, must be  
postponed. To follow the  conscience now might mean conflict, 
embarrassment or material loss. 

Sometimes we may think that the hard commands are for the   
exceptionally pious, not for ordinary Christians. So lives are built 
on a foundation that has no strength when troubles and         
temptations come. A few minutes with the Bible, an hour in 
church, and soon all may be forgotten, fading like ripples on the 
water, footprints in the sand. From hour to hour and year to year, 
only the firm pressure of the rock keeps our feet firm, our spirits 
faithful.

This yearôs General Assembly had some easy words and some 
hard words. Some were spoken, others were not. Whether it is 
care for the neediest in our world, climate change, issues of 
sexuality or how we give to further the Lordôs work we need to 
hear both the easy and the difficult words. We cannot just follow 
the Word of God where it is easy ð we must also follow the Word 
we find hard. 

One of the Early Church Fathers, known for his straightforward 
preaching of the Word of God, put it this way: 

ñHe calls the steadfastness of His doctrine a rock; because in 
truth His commands are stronger than any rock, setting one 
above all the waves of human affairs. 

For he who keeps these things strictly, will not have the 
advantage of men only when they are vexing him, but even of 
the very devils plotting against him. 

And that it is not vain boasting so to speak, Job is our witness, 
who received all the assaults of the devil, and stood 
unmoveable; and the Apostles too are our witnesses, for that 
when the waves of the whole world were beating against 
them, when both nations and princes, both their own people 
and strangers, both the evil spirits, and the devil, and every 
engine was set in motion, they stood firmer than a rock, and 
dispersed it all.ò

Irish Blessing 
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An Alternative Easter  

Inspired by Grahamôs successful trip to China 
last summer, we decided it was time to have 
a holiday and visit James & Kirsty. 

As we are both restricted to school holidays, Easter seemed the 
best choice. At that time of year the weather is neither too cold 
nor too hot (it can reach over 40 degrees in the summer). 

When we arrived there was no indication that it was Easter ï no 
fluffy bunnies or chicks, no Easter eggs nor any other symbol 
we would expect to see here in Dunfermline. Easter is a very 
little known festival in China. Despite this we were still able to 
celebrate with like-minded folk. 

On the Wednesday evening, James & Kirsty took us to hear a 
concert by a Canadian singer/songwriter. He retold the Easter 
story through a number of his songs, each from the perspective 
of some of the main characters. The whole event was 
translated into Chinese as it went along. The audience was a 
mixture of Westerners taking the opportunity to revisit a familiar 
story, and a diverse mix of Chinese who had little or no 
knowledge of the Easter story. For some they were just 
enjoying the music but perhaps for others it was the start of a 
greater understanding. 

Easter morning saw us travelling to the outskirts of Xian, to a 
hotel for a ñCitywideò gathering. Many of the foreigners came 
together to worship ï all ages, from babes in arms to retired folk 
ï all trying to serve in their own way. James & Kirsty knew 
many of the people, of course, and it gave them an opportunity 
to relax, and give support and encouragement to each other. 
After worship (praise, prayer and an hour long sermon given by 
an enthusiastic Ghanaian) we all spread out into the grounds of 
the hotel for a picnic and fellowship. 

Later, in the second week, we joined a prayer meeting that was 
being led by James. Through this we came to hear more about 
the work of their organisation in and around Xian, and what 
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various projects entail. 

Finally, one evening, Graham joined Kirsty at her college for 
ñEnglish cornerò. Here students can practise their English by 
asking questions about Western life. One asked Kirsty about 
Easter and she was able to retell the story in a simple way. This 
student and her friends had never heard this story before and 
were spellbound. 

Of course, in between, we did lots of sightseeing and eating ï 
our chopstick skills have improved greatly! But our lasting 
memory of the holiday is of a committed group of people who 
have been prepared to give up all that is familiar and work 
abroad ï please remember them in your prayers.

Reflections on Easter ð From Palm Sunday to Easter Day we had 
a variety of Easter       Worship Services covering the events of Holy 
Week, starting with Communion on Palm Sunday, followed by a 
special evening service led by the Guild ï reflections on Holy Week, 
Communion on Maundy Thursday with a lunchtime service on Good 
Friday. An Evening Vigil was held on Low Saturday and many of us 
joined in the celebrations of Easter Day with a visit to the Park to roll 
eggs, joining together for breakfast and then finishing with our Easter 
Service. We ran the gambit of all emotions from the high of Palm 
Sunday, through to the low of Good Friday culminating in the Joy of 
Easter Day. There was something for everyone and we want to say a 
big thank you to all helped with the organisation, all those who took 
part and a special thank you to all who came along and joined us.  

Church Services ð We in St Leonardôs know summer has arrived 
when we all come   together for one service at 10:00 am and here we 
are!!!!  It has been heart warming to see so many of us coming 
together over the past few weeks to worship as one family and 
making a joyful song. Itôs also been great to rekindle friendships over 
a cuppa after the service.  

I know we are all aware that there has been a decrease in those   
attending both the 9:30 and 11:00 services (and this has been for a 
number of reasons) but on witnessing the positive impact we have 
experienced in our worship since the start of the single summer    
service, the Worship Team felt prompted to propose to the Kirk 
Session a continuation of the 10 oôclock service for a trial period 
from September to December. The Kirk Session had a very full and 
open discussion on this matter and agreed that the time was right for   
positive action and accordingly they agreed to the trial period. It is 
important to emphasise that the reason for the trial change is to bring 
us, the congregation into a closer relationship, to encourage          
fellowship with each other, to enhance our worship and to serve our 
risen Lord and bring Him glory and praise. Over the period of the 
trial, we will be seeking feedback from you and we would ask you to 
be honest and open in your response.
