for unity amidst our diversity. Above all, that God will glorify his

holy name, give wisdom and courage to his people and enable

us to propagate the gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ with
faithfulness and clarity.

Times normally spent eating could be spent in private prayer.
Perhaps the morning or afternoon could be set aside for prayer.
Perhaps you could meet with others to pray. In the account of a
situation filled with dread certainties, 2 Chronicles records that:

Alarmed, Jehoshaphat resolved to inquire of the LORD,
and he proclaimed a fast for all Judah. The people of
Judah came together to seek help from the LORD;
indeed, they came from every town in Judah to seek
him. We do not know what to do, but our eyes are upon
you.
