Dear friends, 

Well the summer, such as it was, is now fading 
away and everything is stepping up a gear in the life 
of our church. Organisations have started up again, 
and the circle of  meetings which I suspect no-one 
in any church really misses have resumed too. A 
number of years ago at this time of year the then 
Presbytery Clerk of Glasgow sent round a rather 
ironic cartoon which read: ñBoredé Lonelyé Hold a 
meeting!ò 

The advent of modern technology means that even if you canôt travel 
to a meeting you can still be dragged into it. I am part of a group who 
think itôs a great idea to hold a regular ñteleconferenceò (thatôs a 
meeting over the phone to you and me). As someone who finds it 
hard to hear a conversation in a moderately noisy room, I find it 
especially hard to engage in this kind of meeting. I guess that a lot of 
our communication is done visually as well as verbally. 

Despite my misgivings about meetings (which seem so often purely 
for the sake of having the meeting rather than it having any significant 
purpose) there have been one or two meetings, or times for meeting, 
that I have especially enjoyed over recent weeks. 

 

A couple have been to do with the ongoing difficulties in our 
denomination, and it has been heartening to hear so many speaking 
positively about working to effect change in the Church of Scotland to 
bring her back to obedience to Godôs Word. 

This is a spiritual battle, and in any battle you are never far from being 
under attack. This is certainly so with myself and others in our 
congregation as well as many church leaders around Scotland and in 
our own Presbytery, who are finding themselves under great personal 
attack from other so-called Christians as well as from illness and 
injury to themselves, their families and those around them. 

This is a spiritual battle and we do well to daily put on the whole 
armour of God.  

We must surely pray too for the work of the Theological Commission 
as they continue their very difficult task of preparing a paper for the 
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General Assembly of 2013, which for many will be a make or break 
time in terms of the future of the Kirk. 

As one speaker at a recent meeting in Inverness said, it is all too easy 
to allow other things to distract us from the reason we are the Church 
ð and that is sharing the gospel with people who need to encounter 
Christ and know their sins forgiven. 

 

That thought brings me on to another time of meeting ð our first 
ñOpen Houseò day on the 10th September. What a super day it was. 
Thank you to those who made it such an accessible event for 
everyone who came along. It was lovely to be able to sit and chat 
over coffee with members and people who live around the church ð 
including two people who have just joined our church, transferring 
from other churches in the Presbytery. 

If you, or if you know of others who, are interested in joining our 
church family please let me know. Hopefully we too can meet over 
coffeeé 

I look forward to our next ñOpen Houseò on Saturday 8th October 
when a warm welcome will be extended to all who come along. 

 

The last meeting I want to mention was the opening meeting of the 
new session of the Guild. It was another lovely time to enjoy 
fellowship as we listened to the various contributions from Guild 
members and, quite literally, gathered round the table of our Lord to 
share bread and wine in remembrance of Him. 

The Guildôs theme this year is ñto walk humbly with Godò (Micah 6:8). 
That would be a great passage for all of us to take to heart over the 
coming year. Itôs so easy to get caught up in things that sometimes 
we forget the call to humility and the even more important to call to 
journey ñwith Godò - or as the Hebrew word suggests to ñflowò with 
God. From the minute we are born we are all on a journey ï and no 
two journeys are ever the same. 

I was thinking of the recent journey that David Walliams took as he 
was swimming down the River Thames. When he started out I expect 
that he was full of enthusiasm, but as the days went on, and as the 
effects of ñThames Tummyò set in I expect that each plunge into the 
River Thames became less and less enthusiastic ï and probably each 
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day found him longing for the end of the journey. 

Weôre all like that. We start out on a journey of faith full of enthusiasm, 
but little by little we find that the journey is not so easy. We get tired, 
we get diverted, and sometimes we get lost. 

So itôs good to take time regularly to pause, check our bearings, 
reposition ourselves and make a new start. 

Be in right relationship with God, and you cannot fail. 

The Spirit of God, through the words of the Prophet Micah, calls us to 
demonstrate the reality of our faith by living it out in everyday life. 

So in fact we are to ñflowò with God, being careful to put God first and 
to live in conformity with his will. Our life journey is likened to a swim 
down a river with God as our constant companion. 

When we walk humbly with God, our life will demonstrate the 
characteristics that are evident in God himself. The evidence of our 
walk will be witnessed in our acts of kindness, mercy, compassion, 
justice and the like. 

The fundamental basis for walking humbly with God is recognising 
that we cannot live without him. Jesus promised his disciples, 

"If you love me, keep my commands. 16 And I will ask the 
Father, and he will give you another advocate to help you and 
be with you foreverð 17 the Spirit of truth. The world cannot 
accept him, because it neither sees him nor knows him. But 
you know him, for he lives with you and will be in you. 18 I will 
not leave you as orphans; I will come to you. 19 Before long, 
the world will not see me anymore, but you will see me. 
Because I live, you also will live. 20 On that day you will 
realize that I am in my Father, and you are in me, and I am in 
you. (John 14: 15-20) 

With the promise of Godôs Spirit we donôt have to go it alone. 

Even if weôve not recently shared coffee, know that you are in my 
prayers as I hope to be in yours.

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Property update! 

During the summer we have completed some of the work we 
had intended finishing before the end of the year.                  
The completed work is as follows. 

Morris Hall. The hall has been painted. The doors did not 
require glossing. All the curtains were washed. 

McLaren Hall. The badminton court has been painted and two 
coats of varnish applied to the floor. 

Session Room. This room has been painted completely and 
the curtains washed. 

Yale locks. New locks have been fitted to the hall entrance 
doors and the phone cupboard. New keys were issued to 
known key holders. 

Corridor from sanctuary to the McLaren hall has had the 
grating removed from the windows and a Perspex type material 
called Lexan fitted to the outside. Prior to this the outside of the 
windows were painted. 

This work has been done to try and reduce moisture coming in 
through the leaded glass. 

This work has also enhanced the appearance of the area.  

Outside painting. Some of the railings, gates and doors have 
been painted. This work will continue.  

A quote is awaited for the rubbing down and painting of the 
outside of the McLaren hall windows.  

Manse. A new central heating boiler was installed and the 
external woodwork replaced with Upvc.  

A very big thanks to all who gave of their time to do the 

above work.

We had a flood from a blocked down pipe. This affected the 
Kitchen and the Committee Room. An insurance claim has been 
submitted and we are working to repair the damage. 

Morna Thomson has done a lot of planting round the grounds 
and we look forward to next year when a lot of the plants will 
mature. 

We have continued to struggle with weed control but are now 
beginning to get on top of the problem by using a strong weed 
killer. It is still our intention to put on additional red chips in     
certain areas after covering the ground with fabric.

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During the first week of the school holidays (I know it feels a 
long time ago now) St Leonardôs Holiday Club Team           
transformed Pitreavie Primary School into MAJESTY CASTLE. 
The children who visited us that week became Archers, Knights, 
Troubadours, Jousters, Dragons and Unicorn who had a         
fun-filled week learning about Kings, Queens and the Armour of 
God.  

On Monday we discovered the story (found in Daniel 3) of   
Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego standing up for God; an   
action that King Nebuchadnezzar did not take kindly to. The   
children designed their own shields as we taught them about the 
Shield of Faith; the same ñshieldò which protected Shadrach, 
Meshach and Abednego in that fiery furnace. 

Tuesday was Queen Estherôs turn, and we learned about how 
Queen Esther was brave and spoke out for what was right. We 
tied this in with the Belt of TRUTH and discovered, amongst   
other things, the importance of the things we say.  

On Wednesday, Nathan the prophet visited us to tell the same 
parable he did to King David (2 Samuel 12:1-13) when David 
mucked up! We learned about how David was a óman after 
Godôs heartô and about all the amazing things he did for God, 
but we also learned that even a King like David gets things 
wrong and needs forgiveness. Appropriately, as David wrote 
some of the scriptures, our piece of armour for Wednesday was 
the Sword of the Spirit, which the Bible says is the word of God. 

Thursdayôs King was Jesus: King of the Jews. We thought about 
Jesusô birth, life and death and the room was silent with tear-
filled eyes when Sheila portrayed the heart-broken mother of 
Jesus. We thought about how Jesus was a different kind of King 
and about how He came to set things right: our piece of armour 
for Thursday was the Breastplate of Righteousness.  
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On Friday, we celebrated that Jesus is alive, is King of Kings 
and rules over all. We sang our theme song ñMarch on, Be 
strong, put armour on. Weôll meet the King of Majesty,ò and I 
believe that we met with God throughout Majesty Castle and 
especially on the Friday when the children discovered this: our 
Memory verse for the week was óSee how very much our Father 
loves us, for he calls us his children, and that is what we are!ô (1 
John 3:1) and on Friday we unpicked the meaning of being   
children of God, of being brothers and sisters with Jesus the 
King. Our ñHelmets of Salvationò were crowns that the children 
designed for themselves as they realised that they too are    
royalty in Godôs eyes.

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Readerõs reflection 

 

By the time you read this in OUTLOOK, Maria and I will have left 
these shores and be in our new home in the tropical island state of 
Singapore. Joanna is staying in Scotland, in Dundee, to complete her 
studies at Dundee University. In many ways, we will be very sorry to 
leave Dunfermline and especially the many dear friends that we 
have here in the town and at St. Leonardõs.  

Maria and I were first attracted to St. Leonardõs through the     
Christmas watch night service about 25 years ago. There was a sense 
of welcome; a sense of family and most importantly of all, a sense of 
Godõs presence and so we started to come along on a Sunday   
morning. It wasnõt long before Jim Menzies was on the doorstep to 
find out who we were and whether we would be interested in     
joining. The rest, they say, is history. 

I remember preaching on the subject of ôhearing Godõs voiceõ on 
more than one occasion at St. Leonardõs. (I do assure you that it was 
not the same sermon rehashed.) Little could I have known then just 
how he was about to start talking to Maria and myself earlier this 
year. It wasnõt the voice in the night that Samuel heard; it wasnõt a 
burning bush like Moses saw and it wasnõt the blinding light that 
turned Saul from persecutor to apostle. Over a fairly short period of 
time, through messages that we listened to in sermons; through 
events in our workplaces; through family sadness and other ways, 
God made it quite clear that he wanted us somewhere other than 
Dunfermline. It seems that the work he asked us to do here is 
finished for the time being and it is time for us to move on to the 
next task, whatever that may be.  
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Many of you have been instrumental in helping and encouraging me 
along the path to becoming a Reader and in my work at St 
Leonardõs since being ôset apartõ. I would like to thank all of you for 
that; for encouragement and support during my training; for the  
encouraging words that you shared as you went out the church on a 
Sunday morning and for your prayers. It was indeed my privilege. 

There is a good strong Presbyterian church in Singapore. Maria and I 
have attended the Orchard Road Parish Church in the city centre 
and just the other week, I visited what might be described as their 
òPitcorthieó, a congregation planted some years back in a housing 
development in the western side of the island. This outreach work 
has grown to include an English speaking congregation, an            
Indonesian language congregation and a Mandarin congregation all 
meeting on a Sunday morning, with cell groups meeting during the 
week where folks can meet to study the themes explored on Sundays 
in greater depth. There were just so many people there on that   
Sunday! It was great to be part of that worshipping crowd ð and yet 
they still noticed a couple of new faces and made the effort to meet 
us and get to know us.
